Beginners class is for beginners of any age (walk & trot only) — riders in this class are unable to canter in an open
ring with other horses.

Riders entered in beginners class must stay in this group all day at a walk and trot only.

Organizers have the right to merge separate age groups

All riders to be financial members of pony club

Competitors compete at their own risk

No dogs permitted (due to forestry regulations)

All persons entering the grounds do so at their own risk

All competitors must be a member of a pony club affiliated with the PCA NSW

Ribbons to 6" place

Judges decision is final

Champion and Reserve Champion point score for every age group

All events counted in point score

Disrespect and/or verbal abuse by riders or parents towards official, judges or workers will not be tolerated and
